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BRSC Eurofest 2012
Andorra, Spain
March 3-10, 2012

Hey Fagowees, let’s go on a trip that visits three countries in one trip. Let’s do something different
and ski the Pyrenees!

Andorra has 177 miles of fresh powder in the Pyrenees between France and Spain in the ski areas
known as Vallnord and Grandvalira.

1. Start your ski morning in Spain, lunch in France and ski home to Spain.

2. Ten minute shuttle ride from our hotel to the bases of Encamp and La Massena.

3. Senior skiers 71 & older ski free and persons 65 to 79 pay just $24 a day for lift tickets.

4, We will stay at the Crowne Plaza Andorra la Vella, an all-suite hotel which includes full
breakfast and dinner daily.

5. All the BRSC ski clubs will be staying in the same hotel.

6. Andorra is the home of the world famous Spa Center Caldera.

7. Andorra is a shopper’s haven because it is a tax free zone where the U.S. dollar still
gets more bang for your buck.
